Fraternity/Sorority Partnership 



•Activities: Social, skill building, academic support, fun 
times, athletics, etc.

•Location: Site, School or community based

•Frequency: Big Brother Big Sisters are expected to 
meet with their Littles at least once every two weeks.  In 
some circumstances, it is acceptable to meet one a 
month with phone contacts in between.

•Duration: Matches should last at least one year.

•Commitment: Continuous recruitment.

Designated site can 
be school, local YMCA or your place 
of business.  

Site-Based 



Community and site-based mentoring 
targeting the needs of children of 
incarcerated parents.

“Children of Promise”



•46% less likely to begin using illegal drugs
•27% less likely to begin using alcohol
•52% less likely to skip school
•37% less likely to skip a class
•More confident of their performance in 
schoolwork
•Less likely to hit someone as a way of solving 
their problems
•Getting along better with their families and peers

Findings



• Show a kid your best card trick
• Walk the dog together, in the rain
• Learn an art or craft together
• Rake leaves or weed your garden
• Create a new recipe together
• Wash and wax the car
• Tell jokes, just talk, and listen

Activities



• No special skills or training needed

• Anyone can do it
